Whiteley Primary School - PE and Sport Funding
Department for Education Vision for the Primary PE and Sport Premium:

 ALL pupils leaving primary school physically literate and with the knowledge, skills and motivation necessary to equip them for a healthy, active lifestyle and lifelong participation in physical activity and sport.
The government has been providing additional funding for schools since 2013 to improve provision of physical education (PE) and sport in primary schools. This funding - provided jointly by the Departments for Education, Health and Culture, Media and Sport -  is ring-fenced and therefore can only be spent on provision of PE and sport in schools. It is expected to continue until 2020. 
Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but have the freedom to choose how they do this. Below is an overview of how we have used the funding for the academic year 2015-16.

PE and Sport Funding

This year we chose two focus areas:

· Key indicator 3 - Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.
· Key Indicator 5 - Increased participation in competitive sport.

The majority of our funding this academic year has been used to buy into Henry Cort’s curriculum support programme (£9,112).  The benefits of this programme include

· A PE specific teacher spending one day a week teaching at our school (Mrs Sam Warner has been working in school every Monday and Thursday, half a day each)

· Administration of coaching support with one session per week included (currently used to increase extra-curricular provision)

· Quality monitoring of the coaching and PE teaching.

· School Games Organiser support across the cluster.

· Support for L1 competition framework across the cluster.

The key benefit of this programme is having a PE specialist teacher working alongside our staff every Monday and Thursday.  Mrs Warner has been tasked with demonstrating good practice, so that a legacy can be put in place once the funding ceases. The philosophy is that the primary school teacher observes and copies the techniques shown, so that in the future the class teacher can continue to deliver high quality PE lessons. This will achieve the third key indicator of increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport. Sam is also providing us with detailed planning for future use, and has done some specific training for support staff. 
Between September 2015 – July 2016, all KS2 and KS1 classes (including Reception) will have benefitted from at least half a term of specialist dance teaching.
In 2015-16, the balance of the funding has enabled us to take up the full offer of local festivals and other competitive games opportunities through the sports partnership as this requires us to release teachers during the school day to accompany pupils. These opportunities include 

· Y3/4 Kwik Cricket

· Y5/6 Kwik Cricket

· Tag-rugby festival

· Y3/4 tennis festival

· Hampshire Games (Tag-Rugby and Tennis teams made it through the Fareham competitions to compete at county level)

· Cross-country festival

· Football tournament
· Netball competition

· Athletics festival

· Gym festival
· Tri-Golf tournament
By doing this we achieve the fifth key indicator of increased participation in competitive sports.

2016-17 Plans

This year, we plan to focus on the following: 
· Key indicator 1 - The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – kick starting healthy active lifestyles. 
· Key Indicator 3 -  Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.
· Key Indicator 5 -  Increased participation in competitive sport.

Funding 
approx. £10,700
For the next academic year, we intend to continue our involvement with the Henry Cort curriculum support programme. We have requested a teacher who could be versatile and fit the need of the teacher/year group, so that the teacher/year group can decide their area for development (£8,603).
We also plan to set up and run clubs that challenge some of the less active pupils in our school to get active and learn about the benefits of a healthy lifestyle. Some of the funding would therefore be used to source appropriate coaches/extra-curricular provision. 
For the summer term, we have purchased a license for a new on-line PE resource to trial (£300) which includes lesson planning, demonstration videos and ideas on how to support and extend PE lessons.

Surplus funding will continue to support the range of competitive sport opportunities we are able to engage with; support specific training for teachers and support staff where a need is identified; purchase resources to support teachers’ planning and help us to replace older PE equipment.
